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Moua United International Council, Inc. (MUIC) was established since 2001 to be a central contact and 
communication for all Moua families in the United States and around the globe.  One of its missions is 
to locate and maintain contact with all Moua families and their descendents all over the world.  After our 
new administration took office in mid 2005, we have been planning for a delegation to Southeast Asia 
(SEA) mainly in China, Vietnam, and Thailand to locate the Moua families, and do more research on 
Moua family trees, history, and cultural values and beliefs.  This is one of our main goals to be 
accomplished before our expiration term.  Starting early 2006, our administration has been planning for 
the delegation and campaigning for fundraise on this project until mid 2008, we then sent off our 
delegation team for the mission to SEA as we planned.  
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Mission 
 1.  To locate and create channels of communication with all Moua families worldwide.  
 2.  To search for the roots of Moua family tree, its history, and descendants. 
 3.  To search for Moua Cultural values and beliefs. 
 
The delegation was taking their journey on May 18 - June 9, 2008.  Their first visit was to China and 
their final destination was to Thailand.  The delegation team composed of 6 designated officers and 
accompany with their spouses as appointed and approved by the board of directors of the MUIC.   
 
The delegation included 
 1.  Moua, Xiong Pao, President, team leader, note taker, reporter 
 2.  Moua, Nhia Bee, Cultural expert and Senior Advisor 
 3.  Moua, Za Thao, Moua family tree and Senior Advisor 
 4.  Moua, Yong Kay, Moua history, family tree, and Senior Advisor 
 5.  Moua, Leng-Noutoua, Reporter (declined to be a delegate after arriving in China) 
 6.  Moua, Boua Fue, Photographer and cameraman

 1.  Mrs. Xiong Pao Moua (True Vang Moua)  

2.  Mrs. Nhia Bee Moua (Blia Lo Moua)

The delegation team members are from two major regions.  Xiong Pao Moua, Nhia Bee Moua, Za Thao 
Moua, Yong Kay Moua, and Boua Fue Moua and their spouses were from North Central region such as 
Minnesota and Wisconsin.  Dr. Moua Leng and his fellow were from California, Southwestern region of 
the United States.  They planned to meet in Bangkok, Thailand on the next day or in Kunming, China on 
the day thereafter.   
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The delegates from MPLS/St. Paul took their journey on May 18, 2008 and arrived at Bangkok, 
Thailand on 5/20/08 at 12:05 A.M.  They left Thailand for China on 5/20/08 at 10:50 A.M. and arrived 
at Kun Ming, China at 2:05 P.M.  The delegates were picked up at Kun Ming Air Port by Sue Moua 
known as Cheem Peeb from Zos Hav Ntev (Tshaj Tshoob), Meuang Kuang, Yunnan.   
 
On May 21, 08 Dr. Moua Leng and his fellow from California arrived at Kun Ming.  They met with the 
delegates from MPLS at around 3:00 P.M.  They discussed about ethical codes, duties, and 
responsibilities of the delegation team, and Dr. Moua Leng decided to separate him self and not to be 
part of the delegation.  He felt that he cannot perform his duties as assigned.  He agreed to refund the 
plane ticket money back to MUIC.  After returned home, Dr. Moua Leng sent a check to the MUIC in 
the amount of $1,180.00 ($1,680.00 – $500.00 = $1,180.00) for the refund of his plane ticket. 
 
On May 21, 2008 the delegation team left Kun Ming for Paj Tawg Lag at around 6:00 P.M. and arrived 
at Paj Tawg Lag at about 12:00 midnight.  The next day, the delegation team decided to let Sue Moua go 
home to arrange a meeting at his village for May 24, 2008.  The delegation team gave him 6,000 yuans 
to buy a cow and other food items to prepare for the meeting.  Sue will also contact relatives at Dej Liab 
Dej Ntsuab to see if they can lead us to visit relatives in Vietnam.  Sue agreed and left early in morning 
of May 22, 08.   
 
Our plan to visit Moua families in Vietnam was unsuccessful because of the lack of contact information 
and no guidance on the road from China to Vietnam.  In order to cross the border from China to 
Vietnam, we also need to get our visas from the Vietnam Consular in China.  Therefore, we ran out of 
time to get our visa done.

Ban Pak Kia (Zos Niam Tsua), Amper Chiang Dao, chiang Mai; Ban Van Thong, Tak Province; and 
Ban Khlong Lan, Amper Khlong Lan, Kampheangphet are more intergrated to the mainstream society.   
 
Some of them are business owners, chief of villages, teachers, and officers.  Mr. Za Xeng Moua at Ban 
Pong Nok owns a company with more than 10 employees working for him.  He also hires temporary 
employees when his work overload.  Mostly, he deals with construction works, and flesh fruit and 
vegetable produces.   
 
Our relatives in Thailand, mostly the younger generation, are more fluent with both written and spoken 
Thai language.  Their Hmong spoken language is no much different from Hmong in the U.S. and in 
Laos.  However, they tend to speak with mix Thai language, the same as Hmong in the U.S., Laos, 
China, or Vietnam, in which, they tend to mix their language with the languages where they live. 
 
They are more accessible to school, clinic, hospital, and other services.  Most of their children are in 
school, but Mr. Za Xeng Moua said, they needs more advance technology equipment especially 
computers.  There are not enough computers for their children to use and learn at school.  They are 
seeking help from relatives in the U.S. for donation of computer technology for their children, so they 
can learn and advance into the modern technology society.
